AGREEMENT FOR CONTRACT SERVICES

This Agreement, made and entered into this _____day of  XXXXXX, 2007_ by and between Orlando-Orange County Expressway Authority, (hereinafter referred to as “Authority”), and Sharp Fence,1355 Pineway, Sanford, FL  32771, (hereinafter referred to as “Contractor”), is for the contract services described below.

1. Contractor agrees to provide all labor, materials, equipment and incidentals necessary to furnish and install    Micro contract project 
in accordance with  the Scope of Services attached to and made part of this Agreement, Exhibit A.

2. Compensation paid by the Authority to the Contractor for the work specified herein shall be in accordance with the Price Quotation of $ XXX,XXX.XX (Exhibit “A”) dated XXXXX, 2007, attached to and made a part of this Agreement.   

3. Contractor shall carry and keep in force during the period of this Agreement a General Liability insurance policy or policies with a company or companies authorized to do business in Florida, affording Public Liability insurance with Bodily Injury limits of at least One Hundred Thousand Dollars ($100,000.00) per person and Three Hundred Thousand Dollars ($300,000.00) each occurrence, and Property Damage insurance of at least Fifty Thousand Dollars ($50,000.00) each occurrence, for the goods and services to be rendered in accordance with this Agreement.

4. Contractor shall carry Workers’ Compensation insurance in accordance with the laws of the State of Florida and in amounts sufficient to secure the benefits of the Florida Workers’ Compensation Law for all Contractors’ employees.

5. This Agreement may be terminated by either party, by seven (7) days written notice in the event of substantial failure to perform in accordance with the terms herein by the other party through no fault of the terminating party.  If this Agreement is so terminated, Authority shall pay the Contractor compensation for the work satisfactorily completed up to the date of termination, reserving the right to set off such additional cost as may be required to be paid by the Authority, above the Price Quotation, to complete the work specified in the Scope of Services.

6. The Contractor shall indemnify and save harmless the Authority, and its agents, representatives and employees, from and against any and all suits, actions, legal proceedings, claims, demands, damages, liabilities, costs and expenses, including reasonable attorney’s fees, arising out of or in connection with or claimed to arise out of or in connection with any negligence or wrongful error, omission or act of the Contractor or anyone acting in the Contractor’s behalf in connection with or incident to this Agreement.

7. Contracted services specified herein shall be completed within X days, beginning from the Notice to Proceed or the date the Contractor begins the work, whichever is earlier.

8. All disputes hereunder shall be settled by binding arbitration conducted by a neutral arbitrator agreed upon by the Authority and the Contractor.  The arbitration shall be conducted according to the American Arbitration Association Commercial Arbitration rules or such other procedures as may be agreed upon by the parties.  The arbitration shall determine all rights and obligations under Agreement and the award of the arbitrator shall be final, binding and enforceable in the absence of fraud.  The arbitrator shall be entitled to grant such remedies as are provided by law or in equity, including damages, injunctive or other relief.

9. This Agreement shall be construed, controlled and interpreted according to the laws of the State of Florida.  Venue for any proceeding arising under this Agreement shall be in Orange County, Florida.

10. In the event of any dispute hereunder or of any action to interpret or enforce this Agreement, any provision hereof or any matter arising herefrom, the prevailing party shall be entitled to recover damages, injunctive or other relief, as well as its reasonable costs and expenses, including, but not limited to, reasonable attorney’s fees and costs.
